Dear members of the ELHN Working Group “Free and Unfree Labour”,

The second conference of the European Labour History Network (ELHN) is approaching,
and it is high time that we send you an update — especially on the activities concerning our
working group.

The conference will take place from 2 to 4 November 2017 in Paris, and the programme (in
French and English) with all the practical information is now online:

As you may see from the programme, the first two conference days (Thursday and Friday)
will take place at the Université Paris Nanterre, which is about an hour from the city centre
of Paris, while the last day on Saturday (4 November) will happen at Université Paris 1
Panthéon-Sorbonne in the Quartier Latin, right in the heart of the French capital.

2-11-2017, 4:00-5:30 WORKING GROUP MEETING: discussion of current and future
projects of the working groups, election/confirmation of the
coordinators, and afterwards joint pub crawl

3-11-2017, 2:00-3:30 Session 3 (joint session with the military labour working group):
Free/unfree military labour (with papers from Gulay Yilmaz,
Giulio Ongaro, Otto Aura and Juan Carlos Garcia-Funes)

Please save the dates in your agenda! It would be great if as many of you as possible could
participate in these sessions in order to push our working group discussion even further. We
would especially like to invite you to our working group meeting on Thursday late
afternoon! We want to take that opportunity in order to gather as many group members as
possible and decide together on ongoing and future projects and activities of the group.

After Paris, the next European Social Sciences and History Conference (ESSHC) comes in
sight. This time, we will meet from 4-7 April 2018 in Belfast. The programme will be out
soon (check the website: https://esshc.socialhistory.org/esshc-belfast-2018), but we know
there will be at least two sessions on free and unfree labour. So please save the date.
Further information will follow soon.

Besides that, we would like to point to the report written by Christian De Vito about the
Latin American Labour Congress that took place in May this year in La Paz, Bolivia. As you
may understand from the attached report, a new Latin American Labour History Network
(RELATT) has been established during that conference. Also, within the conference there
was a major focus on free/unfree labour. A group on that topic is very likely to be
established within RELATT and we will try to create as much exchange and collaboration
between this working group and ours as possible.

Furthermore, the University of Bonn has just founded the interdisciplinary and comparative
Bonn Center for Dependency and Slavery Studies (BCDSS) focussing on the agency of
individuals as well as groups within asymmetrical structures of dependency generated by
social orders. Some of its members are already part of our working group and we are going
to enforce collaboration between the ELHN network and the new centre in Bonn. For further
